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BLASTED BY GANGSTERS 

    Machine-gun bullets r ipped 
through the home of Mr. Tom Mus-

son on the night of March 21-22. 

Musson and his seven girlfriends 

were at home at the time and were 
forced to dive for cover as the upper 

storey of their home was turned into a 

sieve by gunfire. The machine-gun 
bursts lasted for at least twenty sec-

onds and set the house on fire briefly. 

Musson had recently won a very sub-

stantial sum of money, approximately 
$7,000, from the Cadillac & La Salle 

Club. 

    Eyewitnesses report hearing shouts 

of profanity and the words ñfifty-fifty 
raffleò immediately after the gunfire 

stopped at approximately 1:45 a.m. 

Then a large black antique car sped 
away from the Musson residence. 

    Mr. Musson could not be reached 

for comment. However, it has been 

learned that he has now won at least 
$100,000 at CLC events over several 

years. 

    Detective Stanislaus ñStoshò Ma-

ciewicz is investigating (photo above, 
pointing at a bullet hole at the Mus-

son home). According to Maciewicz, 

a  band of gangsters has been waging 
a terror campaign against antique car 

owners for several months now. The 

common thread seems to be raffle
